As a Macau history
enthusiast, Frederico Rato exhibits a collection of old engravings and paintings that depict the
territory’s waterfront and landscape. Francisco Ricarte, a passionate photographer and an artist,
showcases his valuable photography collection, and renowned Russian artist Konstantin
Bessmertny offers an art installation with a collection of inspirational old books for visitors to read
and enjoy.
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“It is our honour to invite the three art collectors to showcase their exclusive art collections, which
are like no others,” said Jodo O, President of the Executive Board at Taipa Village Cultural
Association. “This rare and special exhibition aims to explore the nature of collecting and prompt
visual conversations on the cultural possessions of individuals with very specific, highly personal
interests.”
