Yang is a part-time lecturer at the Macau Poly-
technic University and also accepts commissions to
work with clients locally and internationally in ar-
eas including visual art, book design and alternative
publishing. She is a versatile artist and her work has
gained worldwide recognition, notably at the World
Illustration Awards, the 3X3 International Illustration
Show and the Hiii Illustration awards.
